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Where am | covered?

This insurance covers you within the Geographical Limits stated within your policy schedule.

You will not be covered if the Department of Foreign Affairs in the ROl or the World Health Organisation (WHO) issues a directive
prohibiting all travel, or all but essential travel, to a particular country or recommending evacuation from the country or specific area
or event to which you were travelling.

What are my obligations?

e You must be permanently resident in the ROI for the last 6 months & be registered with a medical practitioner in the ROI.
e You must be in the ROI at the time of purchasing this policy and before starting your trip.

e You must answer all questions honestly and to the best of your knowledge.

e You must exercise reasonable care to prevent illness, injury or loss or damage to your property, acting as if uninsured.

e If you do not have qualifying Health insurance, you must declare all pre-existing health conditions to us.

* You must notify us of any claims within 30 days of the incident.

e When claiming you must provide us with all documentation relevant to your claim including your medical history or hospital discharge forms.

E When does cover start and end?

For Single Trip cover cancellation cover commences from the time you buy your policy, all other benefits start on the day your trip begins.

e For both Single Trip and Annual Multi-trip polices the period of insurance will be shown on your schedule of insurance and will commence at 00:01
on the policy start date and end at 23:59 on the policy expiry date.
